East Central and Northwest Synod Senior High Youth Gather-
ing—Grades 9-12—November 12-14 at Wausau Plaza Hotel.
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At a congregational meeting
on June 6, Bethlehem congregation voted to end its
relationship with the ELCA and TULP. The vote was
47 in favor of leaving the ELCA and TULP, and 15
against, with 2 blank ballots, for a total of 64 votes. This
was far more than the 2/3 majority required.

This vote needs to be ratified at a second congrega-
tional meeting, which will take place at least 90 days
after this vote. In the meantime, the congregation has to
have an official consultation with Bishop Justman con-
cerning the vote and the consequences of this action.
The earliest that the second vote could happen is early
September, but it has not been scheduled at this time. If
the vote is ratified,
ELCA and TULP will end when Bishop Justman is in-
formed of the results of the second vote. If it is not rati-
fied, Bethlehem will remain a member of the ELCA and
TULP.

In light of the vote, the presidents of the other TULP
congregations met with Pastors Doug and Dennis, and

TULP president Roger Kuecks-
dorf to be informed of the action that Bethlehem has
taken, and to discuss what this would mean for the fu-
ture of TULP. At that meeting it was suggested that a
Task Force be set up to study the options that would be
available to the TULP congregations without Bethle-
hem's presence in the
Council meeting, it was decided to set this Task Force
into motion, consisting of the Presidents of the congre-
gations, and a financial representative from each con-
gregation. Other members of the congregations are wel-
come to participate in this Task Force. Please contact

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TEAM REFLECTIONS FROM PASTOR DENNIS

fOwe no one anything, except to love one
another; for the one who loves another has
fulfilled the law. The commandments . . . are all
summed up in this word,
as yourself.0 Love does
neighbor; therefore, love is the fulfilling of the
law. © Romans 13:8-10

How does a Christian live out her or his faith in
daily life? What is a Christian’s duty to the
community in which he or she lives? What attitude
should a Christian take toward government? These
are questions that each Christian often needs to
ask, and answer. One thing is very clear—how we
answer these questions affects not
only ourselves, but all the people
around us. No person or group lives
completely separated from others, and
everything a person or community
does has an effect on the people they
live with or near.

As we live each day, we are often
confronted with situations which challenge our
faith. How do we respond to the various
circumstances that we are faced with each day?
For example, when we are the sole provider for our
family, and our manager at work asks us to do
something that we feel is wrong, how do we
respond? Do we do what we are asked so that we
can keep our job and food on the table for our
family, or do we tell our manager that we cannot
do this thing, and risk losing our job?

What about relationships with other people?
How do we deal with people who don’t agree with
us? Do we avoid them? Do we treat them badly so
that they will go away? Or do we treat them kindly
and let God deal with them?

How do we relate to our government? Do we
simply put up with what the elected officials do, or
do we protest things that we don’t agree with? How
do we deal with actions by our governmental
officials that we don’t like? Are we to simply let
them get away with it?

St. Paul had a guiding principle to help him
make decisions about moral issues. He didn’t
always come up with the same answer to similar
questions, because he always took several things
into account. But as | read St. Paul’s writings, | find
that his responses to questions like the ones
above always seem to answer the question, “What

does love—love for God, and love for my
neighbor—require that | do in this situation?”

St. Paul understood that in Christ we are free.
BéchuSeMte HAySHirt livés thiug) Webaf ble to
mBk@ md¥dl dedlstbns foPourdelves, without
someone telling us what has to be done in every
situation. The guiding principle is “What does love
for God and love for my neighbor require?”

We don't like this very much, because it puts a
lot of responsibility on us. It would be much easier
if someone would tell us what to do. Instead, we
are called to make moral decisions based on what
we know of God’s will (which is why we need to be
constantly reading the Bible, hearing
sermons, and discussing things of
faithywitheother Ghyistians), and what
we know of the situation. We are
called by God through Jesus to be
I &6d4 bwn Bedpe. We are given

guidance through the Scriptures and

through other Christians. But, when
we are faced with a moral decision, each one of us
has to make that decision.

How do | know what to do? Some questions are
easy—should | use this time to watch television or
to spend time with my family? Others are not so
easy—should | vote for this candidate who has a
good plan for helping the majority of people, but
supports an issue that | cannot accept; or this
person who agrees with me on a certain issue, but
seems to think that helping people should be
limited only to his or her best friends?

The one thing that we cannot do is not make a
choice. If we don’t choose to act, then someone
else will choose for us, and the opportunity for us
to respond in love is lost.

Every day brings situations for us to make moral
choices, and each day we are called to be the
agents of God’s love in the world through the
choices we make. Pray and let your love for God
and love for your neighbor be your guide when you
are called to make these
decisions.
